Requirements and limitations
* Project plan, including detailed cost and material list must be submitted to the City prior to installation for approval.  
* All documentation, including copies of estimates and invoices must be submitted to the City as part of the application and payment process. 

* The city does not guarantee funds to be available to all applicants.  The City will however make every effort to assure that funds are awarded to the most at-risk locations using criteria based upon the information submitted on the application form.
* The City will pay 50% of the actual total approved project cost minus tax, not to exceed $500.00. 
* Payments are limited to estimated expenses listed on the application.  Unanticipated expenses encountered during excavation may not be allowed unless clearly related to the check valve installation.

* Payment by the City will be distributed by check to owner within 30 days of a passing inspection.

* Installation of the device must be located on and is considered to be private property.

* Check valve must be of the type that is accessible for inspection and maintenance at surface level or if applicable, within the home downstream of all connections. 

* The project is considered a part of the private sanitary sewer service, and as such is entirely the responsibility of the property owner.  The City is not responsible for the planning, suitability, installation, maintenance, or any guarantee for the project.  

* Property owner must be current on all bills to the City prior to approval.

* All work must be completed within 120 days of being approved for the incentive program.
